PERFORMANCE GUIDELINES AND REMINDERS

Friday, May 20th, 2:45-5:30 - mandatory show run-through rehearsal

Monday, May 23rd, 3:00-8:00, Tuesday, May 24th, 3:00-8:00 – extra credit 

    technical rehearsals

Wednesday, May 25th, 5:00-8:30 – mandatory dress rehearsal

Thursday, May 26th, Friday, May 27th, and Saturday, May 28th, 7:00 performances – 5:45 

    call time 

The above dates and times are required (except tech rehearsal) for your participation in the show and in this class.

These are a few policies in order to ensure professional and successful performances:

· Performers will not be allowed to go outside their assigned dressing room after 6:30 and no performers in front of the PAC after 6:00.  The only exception is going to the bathroom.  (You must cover your costume to go to the bathroom.)  Please note that this means absolutely NO performers in the theatre during a performance.  (Bring things to do in the dressing room – you may get bored.)

· No one other than dancers are allowed in the dressing rooms.  Tell friends and relatives to visit after the show is completed.  

· The dressing rooms are for assigned changes only.  Only students given permission to use these rooms will be allowed in them.

· Performers must respect and help the backstage chaperones.

· Performers must be on time and properly prepared.

· Performers must meet in the designated area for warm-up and pre-show activities.  This applies to everyone!  Those students not interested in participating in this important focus time bring down the level of the show.  I will be taking roll of each class randomly.
· Performers must stay out of the wings and off the stage until it is your time to perform.

· There is absolutely no talking in the hallways during the performance.  Be especially mindful of this in between dances.

· Do not bring valuables into the dressing rooms.  

· Performers are responsible for cleaning their assigned dressing room at the end of each night.  The rooms must look exactly as they were when you got there.  You will be assigned to a clean-up crew on one night – if you do not stay to clean up on that night or if the room is left in an unacceptable condition you will lose half of your show points.
· There is no food or drink in the PAC or in the choir and band rooms – only water.  This includes gum – be especially sure not to have gum in your mouth on stage.

· If you lose any part of your costume, you are out of the dance.  Put your name on it and be careful where you put it.

· The performances and rehearsals are mandatory.  Even if you do not come to school that day, you are still required to be at performances and rehearsals.  (Although you need to make being in class the last two weeks before the show a priority.)

· No one other than performers may attend rehearsals.

· If an audience member is yelling your name in a disruptive manner you will lose show points.  Tell all friends and relatives coming to see you that this is not acceptable at a dance performance and that it will affect your grade if they do so.

· You must be on stage when your dance is going for all rehearsals.  You must be aware of what is going on during rehearsals, be prepared, and know when you are supposed to be on stage.  If you miss your dance in rehearsal, you will be removed from your dance.  

If you break any of these rules, show points will be taken away and your grade will be lowered!
